Grant funds may also be used for professional development necessary to implement the innovative idea. Applications may be submitted at any time. 

Learning & Leadership Grants fund high-quality professional development for public school teachers, public education support personnel, and public higher education faculty and staff, enabling them to lead their colleagues in efforts to improve teaching and learning. Both individual and group grants are available. The individual grant amount is $1,000; group grants are $3,000. The foundation will award approximately forty-five individual grants and ten group grants a year. (Groups consist of two or more educators.) Applications postmarked by October 15, 2001, will receive a decision by February 28, 2002.
