The goal of the national grant program is to develop and expand family 
literacy efforts nationwide, and to support the development of literacy 
programs that build families of readers. A total of approximately $500,000 
is awarded each year; no grant exceeds $50,000. 

Family Literacy programs funded through the Foundation's National Grant 
Program must include all of the following components: 
· reading instruction for parents or primary care-givers (pre-GED/GED/ESL 
etc.) 
· literacy or pre-literacy instruction for children 
· intergenerational activities where the parents/primary caregivers and 
children come together to learn and to read. 

To be considered eligible for a grant, an organization must have maintained 
fiscal accountability, must currently have an instructional literacy program 
that has been in existence at least two years and that includes one or more 
components of a family literacy program. Eligible organizations must have 
maintained current non-profit or public status for at least two years as of 
the date of the grant application.  Applications are due September 7, 2001.

All proposals must focus on serving low-income, underserved populations. 
They must also include plans for integrating Starbucks employee involvement.
