The Random Acts of Kindness Foundation will review the submissions and will announce the top ten winners by May 1, 2002.  The best ten plans will contain detailed information about the lesson, with examples, appropriate age group suggestions and other relevant information.  These “Top Ten” will receive a $500 prize to be used in the winning teacher’s classroom for upcoming Kindness activities.  Winners of the scholarships will be recognized on The Random Acts of Kindness Foundation Web site as well as in an upcoming newsletter.

Submissions will be evaluated using the following criteria: A.)   The lesson plan is detailed, clearly written, and understandable, B.) It can be implemented in diverse populations, C.) It supports traditional educational goals (if applicable) in subject areas such as reading, writing, science, physical education, etc., D.) It encourages students to experience the impact of acts of kindness, E.) It provides an opportunity for students to reflect upon the kindness experience, F.) It provides a method for evaluation of successful impact on desired goals, and G.) It includes, as a minimum, the following elements: Title, Scope of Activity (e.g., classroom, all school, school and community), Grade Level, Objective Materials, Other Preparation (if applicable), Procedure, Expected Outcome (i.e., benefits, goals), State or local Character Education directives it supports (if any), and Evaluation/Comments.

To be eligible, schools must be  in the initial phases of a Schoolyard Habitats project, plan to use the site for educational purposes, and certify 
their Schoolyard Habitats site with the National Wildlife Federation by March 15, 2003.
